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Hita City is an area rich in nature with
1,000 meter class mountain ranges and
virgin forests on the summit and along
the valleys of Mount Tsue. The fresh

stream from Mount Tsue converge at

Hita Basin to form River Mikuma, which
then becomes River Chikugo and flows
into the Sea of Ariake, supplying water
not only to Hita city, but also to the

residents of Fukuoka City and industries.
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
